
 

 
 
Dear Parent/Guardian, 
 
 We would like to introduce you to Green Energy Options and Swavesey Village College’s Swavesey 
Community Energy Explorers project. This initiative is being run by the Energy Explorers of SVC, who would 
like to invite the students and families of partner schools to join in their project in a quest to reduce the carbon 
footprint within their community. The project will give children moving on to SVC a preview of the activities 
taking place there and encourage energy and monetary savings at home in the interim! 
 
Your child’s school will be taking part in the trial this term and the energy monitors will be used during lessons 
to help the children to understand about the ways in which we can all reduce the cost of wasted energy. At 
Swavesey Village College the electricity charges have fallen by over £4,000 compared with the same period last 
year, since using the monitors to highlight the wasted energy. 
  
Below is a synopsis of the Energy Explorers work and we hope the outcome will be more support and 
attendance at the next project kick off meeting on Monday 5th October in SVC’s Environment Centre at 18:30 
for a 19:00 start. The second meeting/equipment return date will be confirmed at the first meet. The kick off 
meeting will be hosted by both SVC Energy Explorers and GEO where all things Cut Your Carbon will be 
revealed to those involved! By signing up to the project you will be confirming that you will attend two 
meetings in order to receive and return your products and agree to the small loan charge (as below). 
 
WHAT IS CYC?? 
Cut your Carbon is a regional initiative, led by the East of England Development Agency (EEDA), with the goal 
of helping communities respond to climate change by reducing their carbon emissions. Swavesey Village 
College and Green Energy Options Ltd applied for EEDA’s 2nd round of funding, which closed in January 2009. It 
was announced in March 2009 that the Swavesey Community Energy Explorers project has been awarded 
£17,000 to run a collective energy project involving parents of SVC pupils and Swavesey residents. 
Unfortunately EEDA did not fund the complete project and as a result SVC are asking for a termly fee of either 
£10 or £15 per household (product dependent) in order to gain the total funds required for execution.  
 
The aim of the project is to monitor, analyze and collate energy data gathered over a 2 year period by each of 
the households involved in the trial, with a view to permanently changing wasteful behaviour and making 
energy, carbon and monetary savings. As well as making savings, SVC and GEO are aiming to build links 
between all of Swavesey’s various groups, clubs, adults and children alike to share a common ground and 
create a whole community initiative! 
 
Meetings will be held in SVC’s environment suite at the beginning and end of each term to distribute and 
reclaim products, therefore each household will only be required to attend 2 meetings. Training on the units 
will be provided by SVC students and GEO at each meeting. 
 
THE PRODUCTS 
Participants in the Swavesey Community Energy Explorers project can expect to have a GEO Duet or Trio for 1 
term as of October 5th 2009. The differences between products are as follows. The Duet measures Electricity, 
Heating, Hot water and up to 6 individual appliances, your historical data being stored on an SD card which 
requires uploading onto a PC. Our most advanced technology the Trio is supported by a web based user 
interface and provides ‘real time’ data on up to 100 appliances rather than just 6. Historical data can be 
viewed up to two months back on the interface, here savings and reward points are included to incentivise and 
engage those using it.
